Dave Wagner made the motion that the minutes of April 21, 2010 be approved and Dennis Green seconded the motion. Motion was carried.
Treasure's Report:
Treasurer, Randy McGill reported that as of August 5, 2010 the IAHA has balances of: General Fund Checking, $35,490.88; Scholarship checking, $2,176.45; Lockbox Account, $47,251.59. The CD accounts were closed and placed in the lockbox account at the Bank of Springfield, $30,000.00 in general funds and $7,500.00 in scholarship funds. Interest earned on the combined CDs was $195.51 and was recorded as interest income. Overall, the YTD income was $163,885.42. YTD expenses were $157,396.68, leaving a net income of $6,488.74. The income from the Maintenance Management Clinic was $128,755.00. The expenses were $81,620.72, leaving a net income of $47,134.28.The $2,500.00 per council Scholarship money was paid out on June 16, 2010, for a total of $7,500.00. The current scholarship funds liability account is $10,544.20.

The "Lobbying Act" is being updated. However, registration and reporting is not available yet. It basically affects fees and filing requirements. 

The Finance Committee will be considering utilizing a new package for establishing a secure link tied to the IAHA Website for processing credit cards. The package will allow input to capture information required to process registrations and payment information. Once available, the Finance Committee will review it and make a recommendation to the Board.

Diana Etheridge motioned to approved the Treasurer's Report. Fred Clinton seconded. Motion carried.
